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1. Revise the PADAF library program-Status

a. Continued to encourage district centers to email answers to 13 questions.

We kept a spreadsheet of the responses we receive from each district library to our letter and questionnaire.  As of January 1:

· Number of library centers/districts participating - 26 out of 29 library centers/districts

(Plan to follow up with remaining six to be sure to understand their final answer.)

· Number of sets of books ordered – 24 ? out of 29 sets of 3 books

· Number of displays ordered – approx. 9 out of 29 sets of 11 pieces

(Many district centers answered the question about wanting displays for their own library, not the branches.)

Outstanding library districts: in CPDA, Chambersburg Library District, includes branch libraries in Franklin, Fulton counties and York Library District, includes branch libraries in Adams and York counties.  In PITT DA, Johnstown Library District, includes branch libraries in Cambria, Indiana and Somerset counties

· Number allowing programs - Seven of the 29 district centers (in charge of library districts) said we could invite local legislators to libraries in the district.

· Number and type of programs were held in each library center – so far, two in Delaware County Library District, dietetic interns in children’s program in Doylestown Library District (Bucks County and student presentations in Carnegie Library in Pittsburgh planned.)

(Children’s reading hour, nutrition presentations, press events)

· We need to follow up with districts who answered “not sure” or did not answer if any district dietetic associations or members wish to schedule PR or legislative events.
· How many PADA members participated?  So far, seven at Marple Public Library with four new participants at Middletown Free Library in Delaware County.  Two RDs participated in both events.

· How many PA and New Jersey programs in dietetics participated in programs held at the library districts and ancillary libraries?  The Sodexho Dietetic Internship in Doylestown Library District (Bucks County), and at the Middletown Free Library, Delaware County.  Judy Dodd, director of the program in dietetics at The U. of Pittsburgh is assigning students to give presentations during the spring semester at the district center nearby (Allegheny County.)

· How many dietetics students participated? Laurie Shank, Sodexho Dietetic Intern at the Bensalem Public Library, and Liz Mahon, Terri Rinaldi and Megan Thomas.

b. Idea: Districts and local RDs in private practice, RDs in hospitals/ltc can put on programs in branch libraries in districts giving permission, inviting public and office holders sharing same legislative districts. 

· An Afternoon of Healthy Choices, Marple PL, Bromall, Sat., Nov. 15, 2-5 pm

· Seven PADA members involved, four were PDA members, one joined later.

· Diane Greco, PDA President, Krista Yoder, PDA PPC and Sue Gargano, PADA PPC supported.

· Invited Member/Constituents and Office holders of district shared by library: State Rep. Adolph, State Sen. Erickson, US Rep. Sestak and US Senators Casey and Specter. (Used databases matching libraries and PADA members to legislative districts.)

· Outcome: the public did not attend as hoped; the legislators were not a draw.  But those members of the public that did received a full hour diet counseling session.  Two of them gave testimonials about the benefits of receiving nutrition counseling from a RD, appearing on a DVD filmed that day. No legislators were able to attend but important connections made.  After the event, the seven PADA members agreed to deliver the information packets to their legislators, including those invited to Marple.  This information forwarded to state and PDA PPC.  In fact, our group of seven is represented by seven different state House members, three different state Senate members and three different Congressmen.
· Nine Ways to Improve Your Health In 2009, Saturday, December 13 at the Middletown Free Library, Media, PA.

· Five PADA members involved, three were PDA members.

· Invited Member/Constituents and Office holders of district shared by library: State Rep. Killian, State Sen. Pileggi and Congressman Sestak and US Senators Casey and Specter.  None were able to attend. 

· Outcome:  a few members of the public attended.  Two PADA members stopped by.  No legislators or aides attended; all PA Legislators attended an annual dinner held in NYC. David Komarnicki knows St. Senator Pileggi, the PA Senate Majority Leader, quite well.  He contacted the Senator’s office prior to the event.  

· Another filmmaker , David Komarnicki, videotaped this event:  two demos by a RD/Chef using locally grown foods from a Community Supported Agriculture (which is also exhibiting) and local fresh market); four RDs also spoke: two in private practice, sports nutrition, home health equipment will be available to answer questions. The member participants wishing to visit their own legislators know to contact Krista Yoder and Sue Gargano for information.
