PADAF Award and Grant Status

PADAF Submits Application for $1,000 ADAF Award

This year, PADAF continues our tradition of seeking grants and awards, including the 2009 Anita Owen Award of Recognition for Innovative Nutrition Education Programs for the Public. The Summer Library Program and the two public nutrition education events held in Delaware County, captured on videotape, are featured in the application. We will find out next summer if we are receiving the award amount of $1,000.  The PADAF application the 2009 award described Make Time for Health© (MTFH) and Strong Bones© (SB).  

PADAF Denied $20,000 Grant from MAR

PADAF did not receive the $20,000 Health Literacy Grant from The Middle Atlantic Region (MAR) of the National Network of Libraries of Medicine (NN/LM.  We intended to fund Pat Sullivan’s efforts currently reviewing and updating Make Time for Health© (MTFH) and Strong Bones© (SB) ($5,000) as well as translating the updated programs ($5,000) and 66 $150 stipends ($10,000).

PADAF Applies for Grant from PA DOH

To fund Pat’s efforts, PADAF is turning to Plan B, applying for a $5,000 Grant from the Pennsylvania Department of Health.  Since a third beta group won’t be needed for the Spanish version and Pat reduced her hours, we were able find $750 for five $150 stipends for Make Time for Health or Strong Bones.  We could set this fund aside for presentations in the near future: Strong Bones© during Women’s Health Week: May 11-16, 2009 or Make Time for Health© Parent Program Sessions next Fall.

Strong Bones© May Be Offered During Women’s Health Week

Eight PADA members may offer 16 updated Strong Bones© (SB) presentations to women attending rural and urban locations across the Commonwealth during Women’s Health Week, May 11-16, 2009.    The Foundation submitted an application for a $2,500 grant offered by the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) Regional Offices on Women’s Health.  By February 15, the HHS will notify PADAF about the results of the application.

Make Time for Health© Parent Program Sessions

Pennsylvania Advocates for Nutrition and Activity (PANA) is offering Make Time for Health© Parent Program Sessions to ten of the schools and recreation centers enrolling in their annual nrgBalance Zones campaign (Feb 2- March 13).  These schools will be located within areas served by PADA members teaching Make Time for Health.  PANA is not providing stipends but expects the schools to encourage good attendance.

Future Funding Opportunities

I asked the eight Strong Bones© (SB) presenters to suggest funding opportunities for stipends we can apply for if we do not receive the Women’s Health Week grant from the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) Regional Offices on Women’s Health.

Highmark Healthy High 5 grants

Helene Koontz, Make Time for Health© (MTFH) and Strong Bones© (SB) presenter in Bedford County (CPDA) suggested applying for Highmark grants.  I spoke to a Holly in Pittsburgh 412-544-6005 who determined that what we offer falls under the $10,000 Highmark Healthy High 5 grants.

The short answer is the grants are not available for groups like PADAF but they are available to individual school buildings.  They found that as school systems vary in

size and as the schools within vary in "buy in", that awarding a grant to an individual school works better, as long as it can show how it will sustain the effort beyond the year.

Question:  Should Pat notify Make Time for Health© (MTFH) and Strong Bones© (SB) presenters, suggesting that they contact elementary schools in their service areas strongly supporting nutrition education.  And, encourage them to submit an application for a $10,000 Highmark Healthy High 5 grant including many Make Time for Health© (MTFH) and Strong Bones© (SB) presentations!

The Robert Wood Johnson Foundation Healthy community grants 

Healthy community grants available

The Robert Wood Johnson Foundation will award 60 grants to community partnerships across the United States to implement healthy eating and active living policy initiatives that support healthier communities.

Partnerships from all states are encouraged to apply.   However special consideration will be given to proposals from 15 states where rates of childhood obesity are particularly high: Alabama, Arizona, Arkansas, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi, New Mexico, North Carolina, Oklahoma, South Carolina, Tennessee, Texas and West Virginia.  Approximately half of the grants will be awarded to communities within these states.

Each grantee will receive up to $360,000 total over four years.  Grantees must secure a cash and/or in-kind match equal to at least 50 percent of the RWJF award over the entire grant period.

Amy Virus, PADAF president-elect and I discussed it, thinking it was not a good prospect.  PA is not one of the states given special consideration.  Also, you have to

match at least 50% of the $360,000 grant (in-kind or money), a lot of effort.

Do you agree?

Any more suggestions?  Crystal Palko is searching for opportunities.  We can also search for at least $5,000 to translate Make Time for Health© (MTFH) and Strong Bones© (SB) into Spanish, including money for a beta group and stipends.
