1. Summarize activities for your position since last report: 

A. Filled Board positions

1. The four outstanding offices, including both Co-Chairs of the Continuing Education Committee, Project Council Chair and Member, are filled. 

2. Suggested to members who inquired after the position was filled where else they could serve or forwarded to PADA.

B. Began Library Project 

1. June 19-23 Oversaw Esther Mattes and Betsey Zych sending out letters and questionnaires approved by bod to library directors of 29 library centers in PA.

2. July-August-Solicited PADA members to follow up with 19 outstanding librarians.  Also, followed up with 5 librarians; one outstanding: Philadelphia Library District.

3. Status as of August 7, received replies from 14/29 library directors. Members have followed up on 15.  Received verbal “yes’ from 3/15.  Why slow to answer?  Not even seeing the letter, delegating and forgetting, just too busy, not returning calls.  The questionnaires were not mentioned.   Offered suggestions to one library director unsure how to share one set of books with all libraries.   

4. Denice Ferko-Adams agreed to email programs in dietetics in eastern. PA about the opportunity, also telling about library assignments planned for community nutrition students at Marywood U. this fall.

5. Amy Moran posted most materials on PADAF page.  Working with Amy to make some adjustments.

C. Began Donation Project

1. Worked with Karen Buch, PADA Brochure Liaison, to develop a donor letter.

2. Sent it to Larry Holmes, champion heavyweight boxer living in Easton, PA.  No answer yet.

3. Asked PADA if PADAF could solicit donations from AME exhibitors and sponsors. PADA asked that we not do this.  Instead, Manette, AME 2009 Exhibits Chair is going to add a line to the AME sponsorship letter asking for donations to PADAF.  The letters will be sent in September.   If companies are not able to exhibit at the AME they might be likely to donate to the foundation.  We are hopeful this effort will produce some donations to the foundation.  Since all monies will be collected through management services so Betsey will be able to keep track of donations for PADAF.
