Academy of Nutrition and Dietetics and meet one of the following criteria*:

a. Be enrolled in or accepted by a nutrition and dietetics program at a regionally
accredited college or university that is accredited or is a candidate for accreditation by the
Accreditation Council for Education in Nutrition and Dietetics (ACEND).

b. Be enrolled in or accepted by a supervised practice program that is accredited or is a
candidate for accreditation by the Accreditation Council for Education in Nutrition and Dietetics
(ACEND).

c. Be enrolled in or accepted by a program of graduate study at a regionally accredited
college or university with the intent to practice in the field of nutrition and dietetics.

*Application for the scholarship may be made in advance of acceptance; however, acceptance
must be confirmed via acceptance letter on or before April 5, 2023.
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2. Have a minimum grade point average of 3.0

3. Demonstrate commitment to the field of nutrition and dietetics and professional and
leadership qualities as evident by your resume (including work experience and/or volunteer
activities), personal statement, and recommendation letters.

4. Apply to either the General Scholarship OR Diversity Scholarship (cannot apply to both).

Selection criteria will be based on:
1. Scholastic achievement (30%).

2. Personal statement, career goals and potential future contribution to the nutrition
and dietetics profession as per the applicant’s statement and recommendation letters
(40%).

3. Professional and leadership qualities as per applicant’s statement and
recommendation letters (30%).
